We have identified key, life long  skills which we believe are 
integral to the future success of our children as life long 
learners.  We call them our Curriculum Drivers. Our whole 
school curriculum provision develops and embeds these skills 
through a progressive and sequential approach. Our curriculum 
has been designed with our school context, resources and 
pupils in mind.

In English lessons your 
child will have the 
opportunity to listen to, 
read and write in different 
styles (genres) such as 
instructions, stories  and 
reports, to name but a 
few.  They will use 
speaking and listening, 
and drama to support and 

inspire their writing. 

Our topics in Year 3 also link to our English 
and Maths topics too. Please see the next 
page for more information. 

In Maths lessons your child 
will develop a  
variety of strategies in 
mental and written maths 
using the CPAR model—
concrete (using  
objects such as Numicon, 
counters etc) pictorial 
(drawing), abstract (doing 
it in their head) and 
reasoning. We use White 
Rose Maths and 
other resources to 
compliment and 
expand their 
knowledge.

In Year 4 children take part in a statutory times tables 

check, which is a little like the year 1 phonics check. 

To make this process much less stressful, each year 

group focusses on a limited number of times tables to 

learn and recall quickly. By the end of year 3 we need 

the children to recall 2, 3, 4, 5, 6, 8 and 10’s times tables facts, so 

that hopefully they will confidently know and recall all of them by the 

time of the assessment in year 4.
