Our Themes This Year...

Valhalla

As we welcome the children back to a new school year we begin
with the fabulous theme - Valhalla. This will focus on the Vikings
invasion of Britain and their struggle with the Anglo-Saxons. It's
an incredibly interesting topic and we can’t wait to get going!
