Here at Knypersley First School we follow the Little
- Wandle Letters and Sounds phonics and early reading
\ scheme. Learning to become a reader is a very important
aspect our little ones lives. By working together,
consistently and with enthusiasm we can all make a huge
difference in the development and progress of reading!
Phonics is a way of teaching children to read quickly and skilfully.
They are taught how to:
* Recognise the sounds that individual letters make
* |dentify the sounds that different combinations of letters make-such
as ‘sh’ or ‘o0’
* Blend these sounds together from left to right to make a word

children are taught to read words by blending, which means pushing
all the sounds together to make a word. The children are taught to
spell words by segmenting, which means sounding out words and
writing down the sounds they can hear.

Your child will NEED to bring their reading book and planner in their
folder EVERYDAY! We shall hear your child read as part of a group
three times a week. E Books to practice reading will be allocated on
Wednesdays.

Your child will also be able to borrow a sharing book from our school
library each week to promote the love of reading.
